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CCI uses only top brand name accessories of the highest quality.  On the 
following pages we have listed and describe the various accessories that 
are frequently requested.

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Thermometers  

CCI’s  standard thermometer is a 2” dial     
thermometer that is NSF Certified  and is very 
dependable and accurate. Some customers 
desire a different type of thermometer and a 
wide variety or thermometers are available. 
These range from a relatively inexpensive   
digital thermometer to a very sophisticated 
digital thermometer with a temperature alarm. 
The digital thermometers can be ordered with 
or without a battery backup. 

Door Latch  

All doors 42” in width or less are 
designed to be self-closing using a 
brushed chrome positive seal latch 
with keyed cylinder lock and strike 
plate with inside safety release.  
Consult CCI for larger self closing 
doors. 

Cam Lift Hinge  

CCI’s  standard hinges are cam lift, 
with a spring assist closing 
mechanism on all doors 42” in 
width or less. The hinge is die cast 
zinc with a brushed chrome finish 
and self-lubricating nylon cam. 

Inside Safety Release  

The inside safety release prevents accidental 
entrapment inside the cooler or freezer even if 
the handle is locked or padlocked from the 
outside. A simple push on the inside plunger 
will release the handle and allow a quick 
escape. 
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Door Gaskets  

The door gasket is a vinyl material with 
a heavy-duty magnet that adheres to 
the metal on a door frame. The gasket 
design allows for quick and easy      
replacement in the event the gasket 
should ever need to be replaced. 

Bottom Sweeps  

In most models the bottom sweep is a double 
wiper gasket that is installed on the bottom 
edge of the door. This allows the gasket to just 
barely sweep the building floor. Upon            
installation, the gasket is easily adjusted using 
a screw driver.  In models with a CCI floor, 
and flush door or interior/exterior ramp the 
gasket is installed to sweep against the 
threshold.  

Switch and Pilot Light  

The pilot light and light switch are located on the 
latch side of the door section. The pilot light 
alerts personnel when the inside light is on. The 
switch and pilot light are covered with a stainless 
steel cover plate and are field installed.     
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Pressure Relief Vent  
(Freezer Only)  

The CCI pressure relief vent is designed to 
equalize the pressure between the inside and 
outside  of the walk-in freezer. The relief vent 
has a low wattage heater that is pre-wired at 
the factory and is designed to prevent frost 
build-up and condensation.  CCI carries 3 sizes 
of vents to accommodate any freezer. 

CCI standard threshold is made of 1/8” aluminum. All freezers have a 
threshold, even if the freezer does not have a CCI furnished floor. When 
the cooler has a floor, a 1/8” aluminum threshold is furnished. When the 
cooler does not have a floor, a threshold is not needed and is not furnished 
unless requested.  

Thresholds  

A hydraulic door closer is standard on all doors 42” in 
width or less. 

Door Closer  
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Deadbolt Handle Latch  

When added security is necessary a deadbolt handle latch can be 
installed. The deadbolt handle latch can be activated by a finger slide  from 
the outside and locked by key in an open or closed position.  A twist-off 
knob disassembly is installed on the inside which eliminates the possibility 
of being locked inside the walk-in.

Vision Ports  

Vision ports give you the ability to see  
inside the cooler or freezer without  
opening the door. Vision ports come in 
two sizes, 14” x 14” and 14” x 24”.  Low   
temperature walk-ins require the vision 
port to have a heater around the          
perimeter. A heater is not necessary in a 
cooler unless it is located in a high      
humidity area. 

Padlocking Hasp with Inside Release  

When added security is necessary, the locking 
hasp is an excellent way to achieve that  security.  
The CCI locking hasp conforms to OSHA codes 
that require a safe and easy inside safety release.

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Door Kick Plates  

Interior and exterior kick plates are 
available for all door sizes. The 
standard height for the kick plate is 
34”.  Different heights are available 
to suit your particular needs. The 
door protector is available in 1/8” 
aluminum diamond plate or 22 
gauge smooth non-polished 
stainless steel (type 304 2B finish).   

Door Drip Caps  

A metal drip cap is available for all coolers and freezers that are installed 
outdoors. The drip cap diverts rain and snow from the door opening. The 
hood is field installed with sheet metal screws. 

Wall Bumper Guards  

Wall bumpers can be used anywhere there is 
need for protection. The most common place 
is on the walls that are subject to abuse from 
heavy cart traffic. They are useful when 
heavy beer kegs are stored inside the    
walk-in. There are many different styles of 
bumper guards available from CCI.  
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Vapor Proof Lights  

CCI doors come standard with one (1) vapor-proof light fixture shipped 
loose. The fixture has a shatter-proof globe that allows the use of a 100 
watt incandescent lamp. Light bulbs are provided by the end user.  When a 
cooler or freezer has more than one (1) door and a three (3) way light 
switch is needed, we will furnish the 3-way light switches at your request. 
Also  available are wire guards that protect the shatter-proof globe.  

Fluorescent Lights  

Fluorescent lights are available in four foot lengths and provide a pleasant 
diffused light that emits fewer shadows than a standard vapor-proof 
incandescent light. CCI fluorescent lights will operate in temperatures to   
 –20 Fahrenheit. When a specific foot candle of light is required CCI will 
recommend the proper amount of lights to do the job. Fluorescent tubes 
are provided by the end user.

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Door leg anchor 

All cooler or freezer door frames must be anchored to the interior floor with 
the door stop angle furnished by CCI. Door and frame with concrete 
method is shown to left. It is necessary to make sure the door jambs are 
plumb, level and sealing properly prior to final fastening of the door stop 
angle. 

Walk-in with wood screed 

Most coolers do not need a 
manufactured floor. In these 
coolers, a treated wood screed 
is used so the walls can be 
fastened to the existing floor.  
Other methods such as vinyl 
screed are available.   

Freezer threshold without floor 

When a CCI freezer does 
not have a pre-fabricated 
floor it is necessary to 
insulate under  the 
concrete. (There are other 
drawings in this section 
that show the proper 
method to insulate under 
concrete.)  
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There are various methods of 
insulating a concrete floor.  In 
some cases ventilation beneath 
the concrete is needed, depending 
on the temperature and the size of 
the walk-in.  We will be glad to 
offer our assistance in the design 
of the insulated floor, but the final 
decision needs to be made by a 
qualified engineer that is familiar 
with local codes or conditions. 

Typical concrete insulated thru door 

Typically when a floor is 
subjected to a heavy rolling load, 
a concrete surface is preferable.  
When installing a freezer, it is 
essential that the concrete be 
insulated. This illustration shows 
a typical method to insulate below 
the concrete wearing surface. 
(This suggested method does not 
address  loca l  cod es  or 
conditions. Consult a local 
engineer for final design.) Typical concrete insulated floor thru wall 

CCI floor is designed for a 
uniformly distributed load of 700 
pounds per square foot.  Higher 
weight requirements require 
additional strength and are quoted 
on a individual basis.

Recessed Floor 

Typical floor starter panel 

A typical CCI floor panel consists of 3-1/2” or 5-1/2” of polyurethane and  
5/8” plywood that is covered with 22 gauge non-polished stainless steel 
(type 304 2B finish). The floor  panels have an overall thickness of 4-1/8” 
for 3-1/2” of insulation and 6-1/8” for 5 1/2” of insulation. This floor is rated 
for a uniformly distributed load of 700 pounds per square foot. 
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There are various methods of suspending a walk-in ceiling.  The following 
illustration shows the most popular method of supporting an extra long 
ceiling, or a ceiling that has a run of glass doors in the wall below. The 
ceiling is suspended from overhead building supports using ceiling hanger 
brackets that conform to the shape of the panel tongue-and-groove edge.  
The ceiling hangers are attached during installation of the ceiling panels 
and a cable is then attached to the building structure. This is an efficient 
method but you must confer with the architect before adding extra weight 
to the building structure. Contact CCI for other available options.

Carroll Coolers, Inc. warrants to the original purchaser every walk-in cooler or freezer to be free from 
defects in material and factory workmanship under normal use and service for a period of one (1) year (not 
to exceed one (1) year and three (3) months from original shipment date). CCI will repair or replace, not 
including freight charges, the refrigeration, mechanical and electrical component of any CCI walk-in cooler 
or freezer that becomes defective. Any defective parts to be repaired or replaced must be returned to the 
destination designated by CCI, transportation charges prepaid, and they must be properly packaged and 
identified with a return material tag. This return material tag must be obtained from CCI. The serial and 
model number of the part and the date of original installation of the CCI walk-in must be given. After 
thorough examination of the defective parts, the decision of the CCI sales department shall be final. CCI 
will not assume any responsibility for any expenses (including labor) incurred in the field incidental to the 
repair of and replacement of equipment covered by this warranty. 
 
Additional Four (4) year Compressor Warranty 
At an additional charge, CCI warrants to the original purchaser the refrigeration compressor for a period of 
four (4) years beginning after one (1) year from original shipment. The four-year  warranty, when purchased 
covers the replacement of the compressor only. The refrigerant and labor is expressly not included in this 
warranty. Contact factory for proper replacement  procedures. 

 
Ten (10) Year Limited Panel Warranty 
CCI warrants to the original purchaser, the foamed-in-place polyurethane panels manufactured and sold by 
them, to be free from defects in material and workmanship under normal use and service for a period of ten 
(10) years from the date of original installation by an authorized representative. This warranty is void if the 
panels have been moved from the original site and reinstalled.
